	Ⅰ. Purpose of the Programme


The purpose of the Programme is to promote Korean SMEs (Small and Medium-Sized Enterprises) in Europe through exploiting European markets and enhancing the research and development capabilities of such SMEs through the Research & Development activities with the University of Strathclyde. The Research & Development projects will be expected to produce successful commercial outputs in a European market.
	Ⅱ. Overview of the Program


2.1. Mode of Projects

2.1.1. Feasibility Study Project: Should demonstrate project development and design of the Research & Development project (both technical and commercial), engagement with Korean SMEs/University of Strathclyde and relationship building to develop to the full scale Research & Development project for collaborative R&D and commercialisation in Europe.
* Eligible costs: cost for comprising consortium, travel cost, legal consulting, precedence patent survey, etc.

2.2. Eligible participant: Korean SMEs or University of Strathclyde, or jointly.
2.2.1. Lead organization: Korean SMEs or University of Strathclyde/ Participating Organization: Korean or foreign industry, academia, research institute

 * “Korean SME” herein refers to a company as prescribed in Article 3 (Scope of Small and Medium Enterprise) of the Enforcement Decree of “the Framework Act on Small and Medium Enterprise”
2.2.2.In relation to a Korean SME that is a lead organization, a company that has operated one (1) year or more as of the deadline of submission (based on D&B Report), and whose affiliated research institute has been certified by the Korea Industrial Technology Association.

2.2.3. Projects outside the scope of assistance 

a. In the case where a lead organization fails to meet the eligibility requirements or the details of the proposed project are found inappropriate in terms of basic purpose, R&D characteristics, or requirements set forth in this Call. 

b. In the case where the target technology of the proposed project is found to be 'already-developed', or identical or similar to the previously-funded project of the applicant company. 

* For a redundancy check in advance, visit the website of the National Science and Technology Information Service (www.ntis.go.kr) and click “National R&D programme management→R&D information search→R&D projects"
c. In the case where, as of the deadline for submission, any of the participants of the proposed project (Lead Organisation, participating organizations, or Principal Investigator) fails to fulfill their obligations (that is, submission of various required reports, payment of royalties, submission of a report on a royalties payment plan, a closing balance of government contributions and payment of a budget subject to restitution);

d. In the case where, as of the deadline for submission, a Lead Organisation, participating organizations, the head of a Lead Organisation, representatives of a participating organization or a Principal Investigator of the proposed project is placed under any restrictions on participation in Korean national research and development programmes, or is a defaulter of financial institutions. 

e. In the case where the proposed project is found outside the scope of assistance pursuant to 「The Common Operational Regulations for the Knowledge Economy Technology Innovation Programmes」and「The Guideline for Evaluation of International Collaborative Research and Development Programmes」, or the proposal is found to be subject to return.

2.3. Technology Domain
Based on the Korean Industrial technology Classification Table contained in Annex 2 of the Common Operational Regulations for the Knowledge Economy Technology Innovation Programmes, 6 of the 7 technology domains (Mechanics and Materials, Chemistry, Bio and Medical, IT, Electrics and Electronics, Knowledge Service) except Energy and Resource are eligible for application
2.4. Funding Scheme

1.4.1. 2011 Funding of Korean Government contribution: 0.3 Billion KRW/@€200,000.
1.4.2. Funding size and duration per feasibility project: Approximately 30 Million KRW/@€20,000 / project within 6 months

a. Percentages of Korean government contributions and civilian dues 

- All budgets other than government contributions to cover costs arising from or relating to a project shall be divided by the project consortia members
- 100% of Korean government contribution for feasibility study project
- Civilian Dues are not mandatory.

	Ⅲ. Evaluation 


3.1. Evaluation Criteria: Necessity of research and development of the proposed technology 40 points (conformity with program goal and necessity of research and development), Adequacy of a research plan for feasibility study 60 points (ability to perform R&D, adequacy of research plan and adequacy of budget size and composition)
3.2. Evaluation Procedures

3.2.1 An Evaluation Committee shall be set up in Korea. If necessary, a Principal Investigator will be given the opportunity to make a presentation to the Evaluation Committee  
3.2.2 An Evaluation Committee is comprised of technical and economic experts in related industries, academia and research institutes in the Knowledge Economy Technology Innovation Reviewer Group in Korea.
