□ Suspension and Withdrawal of the Research Fund 
○ The research would be suspended if the person responsible for the research is found to have conducted any of the following wrong doings, and in such cases he or she must return the whole or a part of the research fund.
- When the research fund has been misused in violation of the purpose of the fund
- When the regulations have been violated in conducting the research
- When any false information has been included in the application or any other documents
- When there is any other reasonable reason under which the research should be suspended
※ In case where the researcher-in-charge is unable to perform the research for more than 3 months due to overseas traveling, accident, disease or any other reasons, such incidents must be reported to the SNU R&DB Foundation without delay.
○ If inappropriate execution is confirmed, measures such as redemption of the corresponding 
amount or suspension of the support can be taken.

	<Note: Key Features of Public Fund Recovery Act>

□ With the enforcement of the Public Fund Recovery Act* from January 1, 2020, false claims for public funds are prohibited and the illicit profits acquired by false claims, etc. are recovered.
* Act On Prohibition Of False Claims For Public Funds And Recovery Of Illicit Profits (“Public Fund Recovery Act”)
○ (Subjects) Payment from public funds* provided by public institutions including 
* a subsidy, compensation, or contribution provided from public funds (money, goods, etc. either raised or acquired by public institutions; or managed, disposed of, or used by them) pursuant to statutes and regulations or municipal ordinances and rules; or other money, goods, etc. offered without any corresponding consideration.
○ (False claim, etc.) Any acts that cause a loss to or earn a profit from public funds, classified into claiming by fraud, claiming in excess, non-purpose use, and erroneous payment.
○ (Unlawful beneficiary) An individual or an entity obtaining illicit profits
○ (Recovery and Imposition of Additional Monetary Sanctions, etc.) All illicit profits should be recovered (including interest). An additional monetary sanction of up to two to five times the value of the relevant illicit profits shall be imposed in the cases of claiming by fraud, claiming in excess, non-purpose use.

※ [Allowing for the addressing of external organizations in the acknowledgements]
As for acknowledgements, addressing external organizations that supported partly to the project, other than those within SNU is allowed. However, when addressing such cases, projects supported by SNU should be acknowledged first, and if calculating the degree of contribution is applicable, the ratio of SNU-supported projects should exceed 50%.
※ If the acknowledgement is not recited, the faculty member shall be excluded from among the recipients of the expense for faculty academic activities (for three years after the due date).
