□ Suspension and Return of Research Expenses

    - In the case where the researcher violates the prescribed regulations on research practice
    - In the case where the research project application and other documents have been falsified
   - In the case where various final reports are not submitted within the deadline
   - In the case where other objective reasons to suspend the research have been found
 ❍ Others
   - If the principal investigator cannot work on the research project for 3 months or
longer due to accidents, illness, or other reasons, they shall stop using research expenses and report immediately to the Office of Research Affairs. (Final decisions will be made after the case is reviewed by the Office of Research Affairs.)
      ※ Research expenses may be suspended and retrieved in principle when the case is reported ex post facto.
 ❍ Inappropriate execution of research expenses may lead to the retrieval and suspension of the relevant expenses.

 ○ (False Claim, etc.) Any acts that cause a loss to or earn a profit from public funds: classified into an act of claiming payment from public funds by fraud, an act of claiming payment from public funds in excess, an act of using a payment from public funds for any purpose other than the specified purpose, and cases where a payment from public funds is made erroneously
 ○ (Unlawful Beneficiary) A person or institution that obtained illicit profits
 ○ (Recovery and Imposition of Additional Monetary Sanctions, etc.) All illegal profits (including interests) shall be recovered, and in the cases where the payment from public funds was claimed by fraud, claimed in excess, or used for any purpose than the specified purpose, an additional monetary sanction of up to two to five times the value of the illicit profits shall be imposed.

	Do the conference organizers insist this is a prestigious event?
	Credible conferences don’t have to justify their credibility.

	6
	Do I know who is organizing this conference?
	If the conference is not organized by a professional, scholarly or technical association or society you know and trust, be wary.

	Do organizers guarantee acceptance quickly?
	Questionable conferences often guarantee a very short decision time for your abstract.

	Do organizers guarantee to publish your conference paper as an article in their journal?
	Credible conferences almost never guarantee publication of papers without peer review.

	If a conference is marketed as a holiday rather than a scholarly event, it may be predatory.
